I entered the military service in 1801 as a lieute-
nant in the 1* (Preobrajensky) regiment of Guards;
my late father and your grand-father began his
service in the same regiment some 40 years ago.
The garrison - service at St.-Petersbourg during 1802
and a part of 1803 having entirely satisfied that
kind of anxiety which young men have to mount
guard, present arms at the head of a platoon and
march about the streets with drums and miliraty
music, I began to feel the want of a more effi-
cient service.

After correspondence with my father about serving
as a volunteer in the French army, of which for very
sufficient reasons he did not approve, and as Russia
was not then engaged in any European war, Isettled
to go to Georgia, where besides the continual warfare
with the Lesghuines, Circassians and other mountai-
neers we were then on the eve of more serious mili-
tary operations against Persia.

One of our illustrious military chiefs of that epoch,
prince Zizianoff being invested with the chief~command
and administration of our Transcaucasian provinces.
I went with the Emperor’s permission and with
good letters of recommendation to Tiflis, and as
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a first step in a subsequent active and adventu-
rous career I had the pleasure or at least the
advantage of getting immediately acquainted with
musket - shots, whilst passing the mountains of the
Caucasus and on my arrival at Tiflis with the dan-
gers (and at the same time useful experience) of the
plague, for that calamity was then raging in Geor-
gia and in some parts of the mountains, and I ha-
ve had subsequently a great deal to do with the pla-
gue, and have always felt the advantage of having
so early become acquainted wiht the horrors of that
terrible malady and with the means to be employed,
if not for its cure, at least against its progress.

I was received by the brave prince Zizianoff with
all possible kindness, and very soon after in Novem-
ber of the some year 1803 began my first campaign,
by accompanying prince Zizianoff himself in an expedi-
tion against the Persian fortress Gandja, now Elizabet-
pol. We arrived in view of the fortress on the 2¢ of
December, and had the same day a most smart enga-
gement with the Persians, which ended in our accu-
pation of the whole of the suburbs of Gandja.

In his report of this engagement prince Zizianoff
was 50 good as to mention my name in a flattering
manner, and I received the order of S* Ann of the third
class. A fortunate circumstance for me that day was
the assisting out of the melee. A brave officer who
had just been severely wounded at the foot of a Per-
sian battery, and who would have been taken by the
enemy, if a brave chassenr of his company had not
taken him under one arm and I under the other; the
chasseur was immediately killed, and I succeeded in
