Taasy o copmcraxs Jvoucs HawmEaers ciosamm: The Sophists are a much
calumniated race. That they should have been so formerly is not surprising; that they
should be so still, is an evidence that historical criticism is yet in its infancy. In rai-
sing our voices to defend them we are aware of the paradox; but looked at nearly,
the violation of probability is greater on the side of those who credit and repeat the
traditional account. In truth, we know of few charges so unanimous yet so improbable
as that brought against the Sophists. Cp. Grote, History of Greece, VIII, p. 150: If
ever there was need to invoke this rare sentiment of candour, it is when we come to dis-
cuss the history of the persons called Sophists, who now for the first time appear
as of note, the practical teachers of Athens and of Greece, misconceived as well as
migesteemed.
