* A letter of Richard Uscomby to M. Henrie Lane, touching the burning of
the Citie of Mosco by the Crimme Tartar, writlen in Rose Island the 3 day of
August 1571,

Master Lane! I haue me commended unto you. The 27 of Iuly I arriued here
with the Magdalene, and the same day and houre did the Swalow and Harry
arriue lhere also. At our comming I found master Proctor here, by whow wee
understand very heauie newes. The Mosco is burnt euerie sticke by the Crimme
the 24 day of May last, and an inuumerable number of people: and in the En-
glish house was smothered Thomas Southam, Tofild, Wauerley, Greenes wife
and children, two ehildren of Rafe, et more tho the number of 25 persons were
stifeled in our Beere seller: and yet in the same seller was Rafe, his wife, lohn
Browne, and lohn Clarke presérued, which was wonderfull. And there went into
that seller master Glouer and masler Rowley also: but because the heate was so
great, they came foorlh againe with much perill, so that a boy their heeles
was taken with the fire, yet they escaped blindfold into anolher seller, and there
as God will was, they were preserued. The Emperour fled out of the field, and
many of his people were caried away bay the Crimme Tartar: to wit, all the
yong people, the old they would not meddle with, but let them alone, and so
with exceeding muech spoile and infinite prisoners, they returned home againe.
What with the Crimme on the one side, and with his crueltie on the other, he
hath but few people left. Commend me to mistresse Lane, your wife, and to M.
Losk, and to all our friends.

** Bb noaannankk takb: aThe neighbours, with whom they (Russe) haue greatest
dealings et intercourse, both in peace et warre, are firsl the Tartar, secondly the
Polonian, whom the Russe calleth Laches, the third are the Swedens. The Tartars
are [larther of from us (as being of Asia) and diuided into many tribes, differ-
ent both in name, and gouernment one from another. The greatest and mightiest
of them is the Chrim Tartar (whom some call the Great Cham), that lieth south
and southeastward from Russia, and doth most annoy the countrie by often in-
uasions, commonly once euery yeare, sometimes entring very farre within the
inland parts. In the yeare 1571 he came as farre as the citie of Mosko, with
an armie 200,000 men, without any battaile, or resistance at all, for that the
Russe Emperour (then Iuan Vasilowich) leading foorth his armie to encounter
with him, marched a wrong way, but as it was thought of very purpose, as
not daring to aduenture the fielde, by reason that hee doubted his nobilitie and
chiefe captaines, of a meaning to betray him lo the Tartar. The citie he tooke
not, but fired the subburbs, which by reason of the buildinges (which is all
of wood without any stone, brick, or lime, saue certein out roomes) kindled
so quickly, and went on with such rage, as that it consumed the greatest part
of the citie almost within the space of foure houres, heing of 30 miles, or more
of compasse, Then might you haue scene a lamentable spestacle: besides the
huge et mighty flame of the citie all on light fire, the people burning in their
houses and streates, but most of all of such as laboured to passe out of the
gates farthest from the enemie, where meeting together in a mightie throng, and
so pressing euery man to preuent another, wedged themselues so fast within the
gate, and streates neare unto it, as that three ranks walked one upon the others
head, the uppermosf (reading downc those that were lower: so that there pe-

rished at thal time (is was sayd), by the fire et the presse, the number of
800,000 people, or more. The Chrim thus bauing fired the citie and fedde his
eyes with the sighl of it all on a light flame, returned whit his armie, and sent
to the Russe Emperour a knife (as was sayd) to sticke himselfe withall: obbrai-
ding this losse, et his desperate case, as not daring eilher t> meet his enimy
in the fielde, nor to thust his friends, er subiects at home. The principall cause
of this continual quarell, betwixt the Russe and the Chrim, is for the right fc
cerleine border parts claimed by the Tarlar, but possessed by the Russe. The
Tartar alleageth that besides Astracan et Casan (that are the ancient possession
of the Easl Tarlar) the whole counirie from his bounds north and weslward,

so farre as the citie of Mosko, and Mosko it selfe, perteineth 1o his right... The
Russe defending his countrie, and that which he hath wonne, the Chrim Tartar
inuading him once or {wise euery yeare, somelime aboul whilsontide, but ofte-

ner in haruest. What time if the Great Cham or Chrim come in his owne per-
son, he bringeth wilh him a great armie of 100,000, or 200,000 men. Otherwise
they make shorte, and sudden roads into the countrie with lesser numbers, run-
ning about the list of lhe border as wild geese flie, inuading and retiring where

they see aduantage.»

Where we
have by others our letters delivered to Your Highness ‘Ambassadour,
the noble person Andrew Regowiwiska Sawena, made answer
to the grealest part of such messages and letters, as the .said
Ambassadour declared and brought to You, we have thouglit good
in some cerlain manners to send Your Highness for a nanifest
and certain tokenof our good will to Your Highness -estate and
surety, his our secret letter, whereunto none are privy, besides
ourself, bul our most secret counsell. We do so regdard the surety
ol You, the Emperor and Great Duke, as we offer that, it at some
time in some shape of Your Lordship, our Brother Emperor aid
Great Duke, be by any casual chance, either of secret conspiracy,
or outward hoslility driven Lo charge the countries and shall like
to repair into our kingdom and dominions, with the noble Em-
press, your wile, and your dear children, the Princés, we shall with
such honor and courtesy receive and entreat Your Highness' therein,
as shall become so Great a Prince, and 1 shall Ernestly'é'n’&eavour
to make all things fall out according to Your Majesty’s desire to
the [rée and quiet breeding of You Highness life with all hbve,
wherein You shall bring with You. And therein may bé lawfil for
You, the Emperor and Great Duke, to use Your Christian religion in
such sort, as it shall like You, for neither mean we to attempt
anything to oflend either Your Majesty, or any of Your people, nor
intermeddle any ways with Your Highness faith and religion, nor
yel to sever Your Highness household from You, or to suffer any
ol Yours to be taken from You by violence. Besides we shall appo-

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int You, the Emperor and Great Duke, a place in our kingdom
fit upon Your own charges, as long as You shall like (o remain with
us. Ando if it shall seem good unto You, the Emperor and Great
Duke, to deport from our couniries, we shall suffer You with all
quietly to depart either into Your Empire of Moscovia, or else, whe-
ther it shall best like You to pass through our dominions and countries,
neither shall we any wise let, or stay You, but with all offices and
courtesies let You, our dear Brother Emperor and Great Duke, pass
into Your country, or else, where at Your pleasure. This we pro-
mise by virtue of these our letters and the word of a Christian
Prince. In witness thereof and for the further teslimony of this our
letter, we, Queen Elizabeth, do subscribe this with our own hand,
in the presense of these our nobles and counsellors, Nicholas Bacon,
Knigt, Great Chancellour of our realm of England; William Lord
Parr, Marquis of Northampton, Knight of our order of the garter;
Henry Earl of Arundell, Knight of our said order of the garter;
Francis Lord Russel, Earl of Bedford, Knight of our said order;
Robert Dudley, Lord of Derby, Earl of Leicester, Master of our
house and Knight of the same order; Edward Lord Aaylon and
Gay, Lord Admiral of England and Knight of our said order;
William Lord Howard of Effingham, Lord Chamberlain and Knight
of the same order; Francis Knolles, Knight, Overseer of our house;
William Cecil, Knight, our principal Secretary, and have also thereto
hanged our privy seale, promising You, that we against our common
enemies shall with one accord fight with our common swords and
do every and singular things, mentionned in this writing as long, as
God shall leave us life. And theriby the word and faith of our pro-
mise. Given af our palace of Hampton Court the 27 day of the
month of May, in the 12-th year of our reign, and in the year
of our Lord one thousand five hundred threescore and ten.
