ANNOTATION

It was from time immemorial known that education of a person can
be successful only in that case if it follows her nature, i.e. considers her
dispositions and orientation of her interests. As people by the nature are
different, hence their education should be various. The kind of education
that satisfies that conditions had been long ago named as nature con-
formably education.

Only nature conformably education allows the person to accom-
plish in full her initially unique abilities, incorporated by birth, and to
lead her to the tops of knowledge and skills. At the same time, on the way
of realization of, apparently, simple and obvious idea of nature con-
formably education have arisen so complex obstacles, connected with
poor knowledge of laws, governing the social interactions of the person
and, especially, functioning of her intelligence, that for centuries it was
not possible to realize this idea into an applied theory and educational
methodology, and implement to practice. That is why the education of
the masses was in centuries and remains now so poor and primitive.

Here is pertinently to recollect a familiar expression of our remark-
able scientist-teacher K.D.Ushinsky: «1o bring up a person in every respect,
it is necessary to know her in every respect», told more than a hundred and
fifty years ago and reflecting the basic problematic of the nature con-
formably education. For the same hundred and fifty years sciences about
human mental life and, first of all, psychology and genetics have reached
a significant progress in disclosing the peculiarities of training and devel-
opment of a person that the old question about the scientific basics of the
nature conformably education can at last be answered.

This work have been fulfilled be the author of the offered book, in
which he summed up a long-term research on problems of the theory and
methodology of nature conformably education As a final result of this
research was the creation of the first in the world nature conformably
pedagogical system to which the author gave the name Personalized
Education.

The author managed to penetrate so deeply into the problem and to
receive so encouraging applied results, that he could, paraphrasing the
triumphal phrase of Archimedes said after opening the rule of the lever
(«Give me a point of support and I will turn over the world»), to write in
the last lines of his book a like triumphal phrase «Give me two-three
generations of graduates from the global system of Personalized
Education, and I will create an ideal world on the Earth! And I will
make it without revolutions, executions and expropriations!».
