Пособие состоит из двух частей. В первую часть входят три

Словарь обеспечивает наиболее эффективное усвоение 
профессиональной и тематической лексики и развивает умение 
самостоятельно работать со справочной литературой. 

Упражнения способствуют закреплению тематической и 
терминологической лексики, совершенствованию навыков чтения, 
таких как извлечение базовой информации, ее обобщение и анализ 
содержания, а также развитию навыков устной речи в рамках 
профессиональной тематики. Задания, нацеленные на развитие навыков 
говорения, включают исправления ошибок, подтверждения положений, 
ответов на вопросы.  

Вторая часть включает тестовые задания. Каждая контрольная 
содержит тематический словарь, блоки лексических и грамматических 
заданий, текст и упражнения для контроля понимания прочитанного. 
Предлагаемый материал сопровождается комментариями с переводом 
трудных фраз и слов, малознакомых выражений, объяснения реалий.

THE COURT SYSTEM OF ENGLAND AND WALES 
 

The most common type of law court in England and Wales is the 
magistrates' court. There are about 700 magistrates' courts and about 30,000 
magistrates there. Simple matters are considered by magistrates. The 
punishment inflicted by them can seldom exceed six months imprisonment. 
But mostly, it is a fine. 

More serious criminal cases go to the Crown Court, which has 90 
branches in different towns and cities. As for the civil cases, they are tried in 
the county courts or in the High Court (of Justice). These courts deal with 
the matters connected with property rights, family relations, business, etc. 

The legal system also includes juvenile courts (which deal with 
offenders under seventeen) and coroners' courts (which investigate violent, 
sudden or unnatural deaths). 

Besides, there are administrative tribunals which make quick, cheap 
and fair decisions with much less formality. They deal with professional 
standards, disputes between individuals, and disputes between individuals 
and government departments (for example, over taxation). 

The intermediate appellate tribunal in England is the Court of 
Appeal. It hears appeals from the High Court and from specialized tribunals. 
The Criminal Division of the Court of Appeal hears appeals from criminal 
courts of inferior instances. 

The highest court in England is the House of Lords.

LEGAL SYSTEM IN THE USA 
 

The USA court system has varied a great deal throughout the 
history of the country. At the present time it can be performed as a pyramid. 
At the top of the pyramid there is the Supreme Court, the highest court of the 
state. It consists of nine justices appointed for life by the President with the 
approval of the Senate. One justice is elected to be the Chief Justice. The 
Court meets on the first Monday of October each year. Its session lasts until 
June. 
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On the intermediate level there are the US courts of appeal in 
eleven circuits. Each circuit includes three or more states. Each court 
consists of between 3 and 15 judges depending on the amount of work in the 
circuit. The judge with the largest service, who has reached his 70th birthday, 
is called the chief judge. 

On the lowest level there are district courts, 94 in all, where cases 
are initially tried and decided. Each state has at least one court and from 1 to 
27 judges depending on the volume of cases. 

A person involved in a suit in a US court may proceed through 
three levels of decision. His case will be heard and decided by one of the 
courts on the lower level. Being dissatisfied with the decision, he may 
usually have review in one of the courts of appeals. If he is still dissatisfied, 
but usually only if his case involves a matter of great national importance, he 
may obtain review in the Supreme Court of the USA.

KINDS OF CRIMES 
 

The word ‘crime’ is generally associated with the wrongdoing but 
not every type of wrong is a crime. For instance, failing to fulfil a term of a 
contract is a wrong, but it is purely a dispute between individuals. However, 
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stealing from another person is also a wrong but it falls under the criminal 
law because such actions are offences which can result in prosecution. Thus, 
we may say a crime is an act that violates the criminal law of a community. 
Every crime is a crime against the state. 

In general, there are two kinds of crime. Felonies, which include 
murder, robbery and arson, are the most serious. Anyone who commits a 
felony can be sent to a state prison. In some states certain felonies carry the 
death penalty. Misdemeanors are less serious. The penalty is a fine or 
imprisonment of up to a year in jail. Shoplifting and driving while drunk are 
examples of misdemeanors. In cases where it is not clear whether the crime 
is a felony or misdemeanor, it is a judge who makes the final decision. 

Crimes may also be classified as being against persons or against 
property. Crimes against person include assault, murder and kidnapping. 
Property crimes include burglary, robbery and auto theft.
